Charitable Gift of $5,000

Requirements

The transaction must be two separate steps:
1) Evidence that title to the commodity was transferred to the charity.
2) Sale of the commodity by the charity.

Summary
1) Deliver the commodity to the elevator.
a) Deliver the grain in your name.
b) Transfer to the charity's name.
2) Give the receipt to the charity with a letter.
a) The letter should state that the commodity belongs to the charity and they can sell it at any time.
b) This should be done on a timely basis so that the church is aware of the storage fees.
3) The elevator should not issue a check to the charity until the charity notifies them that they wish to sell it.
4) If the correct steps are not followed the IRS will treat the commaodity gift as if the farmer sold the commodity and
gifted the cash to charity.
5) Farm producers who intend to make a charitable contribution of unsold raised commodities should be sure to
accomplish their FSA certification prior to any donation of those commaodities to charity.

Note
Step 1 a and b is so that the elevator records the grain from your farm for FSA certification.
